 “Schitt’s Creek”  “” (Season 1, Episodes 1 and 2)

(~ 50 Minutes)

Schitt's Creek is a Canadian television sitcom that premiered on CBC Television on January 13, 2015.  The series stars Eugene Levy and Catherine O'Hara as Johnny and Moira Rose, a wealthy couple who are forced, after losing all their money, to rebuild their lives in their only remaining asset: the small town of Schitt's Creek, which they once purchased as a joke, where they are living with their two adult children in two adjacent rooms of a rundown motel.

Episode 1: „Our Cup Runneth Over.“  

After their business manager Eli steals all of their money, the once-wealthy Roses (businessman Johnny, soap opera actress Moira, and their adult children, hipster gallerist David and career socialite Alexis) are forced to move out of their lavish home to the humble town of Schitt's Creek, which Johnny bought in 1991 as a joke gift for their David. With the help of the town's mayor Roland Schitt, the Roses take up residence in the town's motel which is run by Stevie, the motel's sarcastic-and only-employee.

1.  What types of problems do the Roses experience in adjusting to small-town life in Schitt’s Creek?

Episode 2: „The Drip.“  

Johnny tries to get permission to sell Schitt's Creek; Johnny, Moira, and David have dinner at Roland and Jocelyn Schitt's home; Alexis goes to a truck party to try find some excitement and a potential suitor. After taking selfies with random party guys, she walks up to and kisses an attractive stranger, who we later find out is called Mutt, then leaves. David escapes the Schitt's dinner and also goes to the party, where he finds Stevie who encourages him to join in a traditional party drinking game.
