General Topic: 

Emerging Banking Services and the Rise of Fintech Solutions

Since the internet revolution and the mobile internet revolution, financial technology has grown explosively, and fintech, which originally referred to computer technology applied to the back office of banks or trading firms, now describes a wide variety of technological interventions into personal and commercial finance.  This assignment encourages an exploration of both the technical and human aspects of fintech's impact on banking, helping to build an understanding of modern financial innovations.
For this assignment you are asked to pick a specific topic inside the world of new banking services and fintech.  You might choose something like the following:
 1. History Of Fintech
· Describe the stages in history where we see shifts in traditional banking toward fintech (financial technology).
· Mention how customer needs for convenience, personalization, and security have spurred this evolution.  
· Explore some recent innovations in banking services driven by fintech.
· Reflect on the potential long-term implications of fintech in transforming banking and finance.
2.  Overview of Fintech and Its Impact on Banking
· Define "fintech" and outline its main objectives.
· Discuss the relationship between fintech and traditional banking.
· Explain how fintech has enabled non-traditional players to enter the financial services market, disrupting the status quo.
3. New Banking Services Enabled by Fintech
· Digital Banking: Mobile banking apps, internet banking, and their impact on branch-based banking.
· Open Banking: The concept and how APIs (Application Programming Interfaces) allow third-party developers to create services around traditional banks.
· Personal Finance Management Tools: AI-driven tools that help users track spending, save, and invest.
· Peer-to-Peer (P2P) Lending and Crowdfunding: How they provide alternative funding options.
· Cryptocurrencies and Blockchain: The influence on transactions, transparency, and security.
4. Benefits of Fintech in Banking
· Increased accessibility and convenience.
· Cost reduction for banks and customers.
· Enhanced security through blockchain, biometrics, etc.
· Real-time transaction processing and data analytics for customer insights.
5. Challenges and Risks
· Regulatory and compliance issues in rapidly evolving fintech.
· Cybersecurity threats and the importance of data protection.
· The digital divide and potential issues with access for some customer demographics.
6. Future Trends and Projections
· Expected developments in digital wallets, AI-driven financial advising, and blockchain applications.
· Predictions on how fintech might continue reshaping traditional banking.
Assignment Requirements
· Length: 1000-1500 words per student.  If students work in a group, then the sections each student has written must have the student name attached to it
· Sources: At least five reputable sources, including industry reports, academic articles, and case studies.
· Format: APA or Harvard, with proper citations and references.
Method for Approaching Assignment:

Step 1: Get together in groups of two to four students to work on one project topic.  Or work separately alone. 
Step 2: Decide which topic you would like to tackle.  If a group, divide up the topic fairly. 
Step 3: Start doing research and write project paper. 
Step 4: Before 24.00 9 December, 2025 hand in project paper (1,000 – 1,500 words per author, the work of each author clearly indicated in the group report, each receiving a separate grade for their individual work, preferably in PDF format) and be prepared to present your results (sign up for an appointment for a presentation on the Moodle course platform, each person speaking about the same length, minimum 8 Minutes).   The sign up for the day to give your presentation will be organized on the Moodle platform.  Presentations will be held on 13, 20 and 27 January, 2025 in the classroom at the class time, until further notice.
Step 5: Write a short paper of about 150 words about EITHER “What I have learnt from another presentation” OR a summary of another presentation.   Upload it on the moodle platform by 24.00, 10 February, 2026.

 Written work (see step 3): - complexity and originality of topic - structure, integration of parts, language
 Presentation (see step 4): - delivery - clarity and accuracy (language) - discussion of others’ presentations 
 Summary of presentations (see step 5)
